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Niger’s mutinous soldiers said
they will prosecute deposed

President Mohamed Bazoum
for “high treason” and under-
mining state security, in an
announcement hours after the
junta said they were open to dia-
logue with West African nations
to resolve the mounting region-
al crisis.

If found guilty, Bazoum
could face the death penalty,
according to Niger’s penal code.

Spokesman Col Maj
Amadou Abdramane said on
state television Sunday night
that the military regime had
“gathered the necessary evi-
dence to prosecute before com-
petent national and internation-
al authorities the ousted presi-
dent and his local and foreign
accomplices for high treason
and for undermining the inter-
nal and external security of
Niger”.

The announcement said
high-ranking West African
politicians and “their internation-
al mentors” have made false alle-
gations and attempted to derail
a peaceful solution to the crisis
in order to justify a military inter-
vention. It said Bazoum was
being charged following his

exchanges with these people. The
statement did not identify spe-
cific Western countries and did
not specify a date for the trial.

Bazoum, Niger’s democrat-
ically elected president, was oust-
ed by members of his presiden-
tial guard on July 26 and has
since been under house arrest
with his wife and son in the pres-
idential compound in the capi-
tal, Niamey.

People close to the president
as well as those in his ruling party
say the family’s electricity and
water have been cut off and
they’re running out of food.
The junta dismissed these
reports Sunday night and
accused West African politi-
cians and international part-
ners of fuelling a disinformation
campaign to discredit the junta.

International pressure is growing
on the junta to release and rein-
state Bazoum. Immediately after
the coup, the West African
regional bloc ECOWAS gave
the regime seven days to return
him to power and threatened
military force if it did not hap-
pen, but that deadline came
and went with no action from
either side.

Last week, ECOWAS
ordered the deployment of a
“standby” force, but it’s still
unclear when or if it would enter
the country. The African Union
Peace and Security Council is
meeting on Monday to discuss
Niger’s crisis and could overrule
the decision if it felt that wider
peace and security on the con-
tinent was threatened by an
intervention.

But as time drags on there’s
growing uncertainty and mixed
messages are mounting.

On Sunday evening, before
the military accused Bazoum of
treason, a member of the junta’s
communication team told jour-
nalists that the regime had
approved talks with ECOWAS,
which would take place in the
coming days. That same day, a
mediation team of Islamic schol-
ars from neighbouring Nigeria
who had met with the junta on
the weekend, said the regime was

open to dialogue with ECOW-
AS. Previous attempts by
ECOWAS to speak with the
junta have foundered, with its
delegations being barred from
entering the country.

The newfound openness to
talks could be a result of ECOW-
AS pressure, including severe
economic and travel sanctions
that are already taking a toll on
the impoverished country’s some
25 million people, but it doesn’t
mean they’ll go anywhere, say
Sahel experts.

‘Let’s see what these negoti-
ations actually look like, because
it’s also in the junta’s benefit to in
the least entertain talks. That
doesn’t mean they’ll be serious
about them,” said Aneliese
Bernard, a former US State
Department official who special-
ized in African affairs and is now
director of Strategic Stabilization
Advisors, a risk advisory group.
But while talk of dialogue ensues,
so does military mobilisation.

In a memo from Senegal’s
security forces dated Aug 11,
seen by The Associated Press, it
ordered the “regroupment” from
bases in Senegal on Monday as
part of its contribution to the
ECOWAS mission in Niger. It
was unclear what exactly was
ordered to move, or where it was
going.
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Russia launched three
waves of nighttime air

attacks against the southern
Ukraine port city of Odesa,
officials said Monday, though
the Ukrainian air force said it
intercepted all 15 incoming
Shahed drones and eight
Kalibr missiles.

Falling debris from the
interceptions damaged the
dormitory of an educational
facility in the city, a residen-
tial building and a supermar-
ket, Odesa Gov. Oleh Kiper
said. Two employees of the
supermarket were hospital-
ized,  Kiper  said.  The
Kremlin’s forces have pum-
meled Odesa in recent times,
aiming at facilities that trans-
port Ukraine’s crucial grain
exports and also wrecking
cherished Ukrainian histori-
cal sites.

The stepped-up barrage
followed Moscow’s decision
to break off a landmark
agreement that had allowed
grain to flow from Ukraine to
countries in Africa,  the
Middle East and Asia and
help reduce the threat of
hunger.

Following that withdraw-
al, Russia carried out repeat-
ed strikes on Ukrainian ports,
including Odesa,  and
declared wide areas of the
Black Sea unsafe for shipping.

On Sunday, a Russian
warship fired warning shots

at a cargo ship in the south-
western Black Sea.

Russia’s Defense Ministry
said the ship was heading
north to the Ukrainian
Danube River port of Izmail.
Russian forces fired shots
from automatic small arms to

force it to stop, the ministry
said on Telegram.

Ukraine’s presidential
office reported Monday that
at least eight civilians were
killed and 23 others were
wounded in Ukraine over
the previous 24 hours. 
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Two Russian citizens have
been arrested on allegations

of spreading propaganda for
Russia’s Wagner mercenary
group, Poland’s security author-
ities said on Monday.

The Internal Security
Agency, or ABW, said that the
men had been acting on behalf
of Russia’s secret services and
were distributing leaflets in
Warsaw and Krakow advocating
joining the mercenaries.

The two, identified only as
Alexei T. and Andrei G., were to
receive the equivalent of some
USD 5,000 for their work, the
agency said.

They were arrested Friday
on allegations of working for a
foreign intelligence agency and
participation in an organized
group having terrorist goals. If
convicted, they could face up to
10 years in prison.

In recent months Poland has
arrested 22 people suspected of
spying for Russia or for its ally,
Belarus, in what Warsaw sees as
part of a hybrid war on Poland
due to its support for Ukraine.
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Beijing (AP): Chinese Defence
Minister Li Shangfu is visiting
Russia and Belarus in a show
of support for those nations
which the West has sought to
isolate over Russia’s invasion of
Ukraine. Li departed Monday
on the six-day trip, during
which he will deliver an address
at the Moscow Conference on
International Security and meet
with defense leaders from
Russia and other nations, the
Defense Ministry said on its
social media account, citing
spokesperson Col Wu Qian.
Russian Foreign Ministry
Sergey Lavrov is due to speak
at the conference on the topic
of the “Majority World coun-
tries’ search for ways to devel-
opment outside Western mech-
anisms, including strengthen-
ing multilateral associations

of a new type,” Russia’s official
TASS news agency reported.

It said representatives from
about 100 countries and eight
international organisations had
been invited to attend.

The would “discuss various
aspects of security in the con-
ditions of the establishment of
a multipolar world order, ways
to restore constructive interna-
tional cooperation in the con-
text of aggressive claims by
Euro-Atlantic elites for world
domination,” it said, quoting
the Russian Foreign Ministry
spokesperson as saying.Li’s
attendance underscores the
drive by China and Russia to
align their foreign policies in a
bid to undermine the Western-
led liberal-democratic world
order, despite their economic
and reputational costs.
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North Korean leader Kim
Jong Un again toured major

munitions factories and ordered
a drastic increase in production
of missiles and other weapons,
state media said Monday, as the
South Korean and US militaries
announced they will begin major
drills next week to hone their
joint capability against the
North’s evolving nuclear threats.

Kim’s push to produce more
weapons also comes as US offi-
cials believe Russia’s defense
minister recently talked with
North Korea about selling more
weapons to Russia for its war
with Ukraine.

The Korean Central News
Agency said Kim visited facto-
ries producing tactical missiles,
mobile launch platforms,
armoured vehicles and artillery
shells on Friday and Saturday. He
visited a spate of other munitions
factories in early August. During
a stop at the missile factory, Kim
set a goal to “drastically boost”
production capacity so the facil-
ity can mass produce missiles to
meet the needs of front-line
military units, KCNA said.“The
qualitative level of war prepara-
tions depends on the develop-
ment of the munitions industry
and the factory bears a very
important responsibility in
speeding up the war preparations
of the (North) Korean People’s

Army,” Kim said, according to
the report.

Visiting other factories, Kim
called for building more modern
missile launch trucks and said
there is an urgent need to boost
production of large-caliber mul-
tiple rocket launcher shells “at an
exponential rate,” the report
said. Kim also drove a new util-
ity combat armored vehicle,
KCNA said.

Kim has been focusing on
enlarging his nuclear and missile
arsenals since his high-stakes
diplomacy with then-President
Donald Trump collapsed in
2019. 

Since the start of 2022, Kim’s
military has conducted more
than 100 missile tests, many of
them in the name of warning the
US and South Korea over their
expansion of joint military train-
ing exercises. 
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Nairobi (AP): Authorities in
Ethiopia are carrying out mass
arrests of hundreds, even thou-
sands, of people in the capital
after deadly unrest in the coun-
try’s Amhara region, lawyers
and witnesses said.Ethiopia’s
Cabinet declared a state of
emergency earlier this month in
Amhara after local militia fight-
ers known as Fano seized con-
trol of several major towns,
which the military has since
retaken by force. 

The Fano, who fought
alongside Ethiopian military
forces in a two-year conflict in
the neighbouring Tigray region,
have resisted being disbanded
after a peace deal last November.

Ethiopia’s parliament is to
vote Monday on giving formal
approval to extraordinary mea-
sures which allow authorities to
arrest suspects without a war-
rant, conduct searches and
impose curfews. Under the pre-
vious state of emergency
imposed during the Tigray con-
flict, tens of thousands of eth-
nic Tigrayans were rounded
up across the country.This time,
“there has been widespread
arrest of civilians who are of eth-
nic Amhara origin,” the state-
appointed Ethiopian Human
Rights Commission said
Monday, calling on the federal
authorities to cease the deten-
tions.
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Sydney (AP): A commercial
airline flight from Australia to
Malaysia returned to Sydney
on Monday after an emer-
gency incident, officials and
media reported.

Malaysia Airlines flight
MH122 left Sydney Airport at
1:40 pm for an eight-hour
flight to Kuala Lumpur and
landed back on the runway at

3:47 pm, Nine News reported.
Someone purporting to be on
board tweeted that a person
was “threatening staff and pas-
sengers,” Nine reported.

It said a passenger holding
a backpack had threatened to
“blow the plane up.”

Crew had checked the
backpack and found no explo-
sives, it added.
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An airstrike on a crowded
town square in Ethiopia’s

restive Amhara region killed at
least 26 people and wounded
more than 55 others, a senior
health official said Monday,
days after authorities asserted
that calm had been restored in
the area. Local militia members
have been clashing with
Ethiopia’s military over efforts
to disband them, and last week
the military retook key Amhara
towns by force.

The airstrike hit the centre
of the Finote Selam communi-
ty on Sunday, said the health
official, who like other people
spoke on condition of
anonymity for fear of retalia-
tion. The official said 22 peo-
ple died at the scene and sev-
eral of the wounded had to
undergo amputations.Two res-
idents said the airstrike target-
ed a truck carrying civilians
who were returning from deliv-
ering food to fighters with the
militia known as Fano. Their
account could not be verified.

A federal government
spokesperson did not immedi-
ately respond to a request for
comment.“We heard a heavy
sound coming from the sky,” a
local teacher said. “When it fell,

lots of people were killed and
injured.”

The state-appointed
Ethiopian Human Rights
Commission on Monday noted
“credible reports of strikes and
shelling” in Finote Selam and
other Amhara towns “resulting
in many civilian casualties.” It
also said Amhara regional offi-
cials were the target of attacks,
with some killed, “resulting in
the temporary collapse of local
state structure in many areas.”

Ethiopia’s Cabinet declared
a state of emergency earlier this
month in the Amhara region.
The Fano militia had fought
alongside Ethiopian military
forces in a two-year conflict in
the neighbouring Tigray
region, which ended with a
peace deal last November.
